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Code of Conduct and Tournament FAQ Revisions





Our new Code of Conduct and Tournament FAQ, posted on April 2, have raised several questions. In order to clarify our intentions on several points, we have revised both documents. Please discard any copies you may have of the earlier versions, which are superceded by the versions with revision date 04/10/01. 





Some paragraphs in the Code of Conduct have been revised for greater clarity. Also, additional information has been included concerning the deck list policies (paragraph 2), a clarification of the tournament directors' responsibility with regard to misplays (paragraph 12), and an appeal procedure (paragraph 21). 





The most significant addition is to the Tournament FAQ, which now includes full information about the use of deck lists in championship circuit events and the penalties that will apply to illegal deck lists and/or discrepancies between the deck and the deck list. 





In order to help ensure the integrity of our championship tournament program, players are required to provide accurate and legal deck lists to the tournament directors. This deck list policy will apply to all 2001 championship circuit events after this date, including State/Provincial/National, Continental, and World Championships. 





Tournament directors for these events should take particular note of the following: 





You must collect deck lists far enough in advance to be able to make a preliminary check of the lists for legality. You should publicize the deadline for handing in deck lists in any tournament announcements. 





You should remind players when collecting their deck lists, and again before play commences, that deck list discrepancies will incur penalties that may include forfeiture of a match and/or disqualification. 





Penalties may differ depending on whether the discrepancies are discovered before or after a deck has been played in the event, and whether the deck is of fixed or variable size. 
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
